You've been preaching through the responsibilities of a Christian and in-

variably you devote a sermon on the Great

of them, let’s call her Stacy, invites her recently separated neighbor named Kim
to your church. By now you're preaching through Joshua and, as engaging as
the messages are, you can only go apply the main points so far in 30-40 min-
utes. Besides, you have to speak to everyone in the congregation and not eve-
ryone is facing divorce at the moment. Joshua doesn’t even mention divorce or

come close to addressing how to face one.

|f you're a pastorin a church that

reaches out to lost peopldenyou know
that, today, the “harvest is broken.” The
people we lead to Christ are broken,
wounded and often bleeding from the
heart. Typical discipleship and new
members 101 classes don't cut it with
many who are new to the Christian faith.
Thisis where Freedom Session finds its
niche. One pastor calls Freedom Session
“Alpha” for the broken. Truth is, Freedom
Session is a very effective means of
evangelism. The name is inviting and
speaks of hope. It's less threatening than
coming to “church” for hurting, lost
people, yet, if they are loved, most of
them will show up in your pews/chairs
within 10 weeks of the program.

If we were doing ministry in Ethiopia,
we would come with food in order to meet
the people’s most basic needs before
presenting the gospel. Any missionary
would be foolish (or at best, ineffective) to
present the gospel without addressing
where people are hurting the most. BUT
WE LIVE IN NORTH AMERICA—
where most of the people we minister to
do not need food, clothing or even shelter.
What they need is emotional healing from
the deep wounds they've suffered at the
hands of disengaged parents, sexually
